DISCIPLINE POLICY

Tumalo School®& discipline policy uses discipline forms for all grades . Both the elementary and middle school discipline forms involve a develed sys-
tem.6

The district® telephone system will make calls to district families in the case of school closure or late start, so be sure to listen to

A late start means that the buses will pick up students two hours later than their normal time and that school will start two hours later
(11:00 for elementary). School dismissal is at the normal time however. (Pre-Kindergarten classes will be cancelled in both instances.)
Ultimately, the safety of the district@ students is the most important factor. If parents believe it is best for their children to remain home

during an inclement weather day, the district encourages them to make that decision.

Bus Conduct for Students
The bus driver is in charge of the bus. Students mu sobey the driver and follow the Oregon State dRules Governing Pupils
Riding School Busesé posted in each bus. Failure to comply will result in the following disciplinary actions (these are guide-
lines): Incident 1 — written warning, Incident 2 - 1 to 3 days off of bus, Incident 3 — 3 to 5 days off of bus, Incident 4 -5 to 10
days off of bus. Severe violations may cause loss of bus riding privileges for the remainder of the school year. During the first
week of school, all drivers will review posted rules with student passengers. Very importanté students should arrive at their bus
stop five minutes before the scheduled departure time.
Basic Bus Rules
Pupils being transported are under authority of the bus driver.
Fighting, wrestling, or boisterous activity is prohibited on the bus.
Pupils shall remain seated while the bus is in motion.

Library Handbook

Library Mission: The mission of the Tumalo Library is to stimulate interest in reading through student activities across all curricula to en-
courage independent learning skills for a lifetime of information and pleasure. The focus will always be on all students, staff, and commu-
nity of Tumalo Community School. The library will be a warm, welcoming, exciting place.

Coming to the Library: Students must have a pass to come to the library unless the teacher has made other ar-
rangements in advance. If a library class is in session, students must be courteous to the class that is currently using the
library. Students must ask the librarian for a pass to go to the restroom or water fountain when they are using the library.

Behavior in the Library: Students are expected to be courteous and to respect fellow students, the school staff, the li-
brary facility, its furnishings, and the library materials. The library is a place to study, read, write, browse, and check out
books.

Borrowing Material: All material taken from the library must first be checked-out at the circulation desk. Students are responsible for ma-
terial they borrow. Do not borrow materials for other students. Books are loaned for a 21-day period . A maximum of ONE book will be
loaned out at a time for grades K-1 and TWO books for grades 2-8.

Lost or Damaged Material: All students are responsible for the library material they borrow and must pay full replacement cost for lost
items. Additionally, students are responsible for damages to library materials which occur during the time the materials are checked out to
them. Such damage includes water/liquid damage, marking or drawing on the pages, torn and/or torn out pages, teeth marks, broken co-
vers/spines, and any other damage caused while the book is checked out to the student. Students are responsible for any damages to any
book that is checked out to them whether or not they actually caused the damage themselves. The librarian will assess any damages, and
the cost is determined by the degree of damage. The full replacement cost must be promptly paid for all books that are damaged beyond
repair Report | ost or damaged materials as soon as possible.
